	A young duck.
	Duckling 
	CANNETON

	7
	A large waterbird with a long neck, short legs, webbed feet and a short broad bill. It squawks, whistles and honks.
	Goose

	8
	A male domestic fowl. It makes “cocoricoooo…”. It sings.
	Rooster, cockerel
	COQ

	9
	A young goat.
	Kid 
	CHEVREAU

	10
	A female bird that people keep on farms for it eggs and meat. It makes “cot, cot, cot, codèèèc…”. It cackles. 
	Hen  
	POULE

	11
	A female domesticated ruminant mammal with a thick woolly coat, kept in flocks for its wool or meat. It makes “bèèhèhèhèhè”. It bleats.
	Ewe, sheep 
	MOUTON

	12
	A young horse.
	Foal 
	POULAIN

	13
	A stinging social insect which collects nectar and pollen from flowers and produces wax and honey. It makes “bzzzzzzzzzzz”. It buzzes.
	Bee 
	ABEILLE

	14
	A young bovine animal, especially a domestic cow or bull in its first year.
	Calf  
	VEAU

	15
	The female of the pig.
	Sow 
	TRUIE

	16
	A domesticated ruminant mammal with backward-curving horns and a beard. It makes “bèèhèhèhèhè”. It bleats.
	Goatee beard, billy goat
	BOUC

	17
	A young cat.
	Kitten 
	CHATON

	18
	A young pig.
	Piglet 
	COCHONET

	19
	A young fowl, especially one newly hatched. It makes “piou, piou…”. It peeps.
	Chick 
	POUSSIN

	20
	A big animal that can carry people and pull things. It has a mane and a tail. It  makes ‘hihihi”. It neighs.
	Horse 
	CHEVAL

	21
	A large bird with beautiful long (up to 2m50) tail feathers with eye-like markings. Sometimes it displays its tail.  
	Peacock

	22
	A domesticated animal with an acute sense of smell and claws. It makes “wouaf, wouaf…”. It barks.
	Dog 
	CHIEN

	23
	A domesticated plant-eating animal with long ears, long hinded legs and a short tail. It is kept on farms for its meat.
	Rabbit 
	LAPIN

	24
	An uncastrated male sheep. It makes “bèèhèhèhèhè”. It bleats.
	Ram, sheep
	MOUTON

	25
	An uncastrated male bovine animal with horns. The male of the cow.
	Bull 
	TAUREAU

	26
	An omnivorous domesticated mammal with hooves and a flat snout, kept its meat. It makes the following sound “groin, groin”. It grunts.
	Pig 
	COCHON

	27
	The female of the dog.
	Bitch 
	CHIENNE

	28
	A large long-tailed mouse.
	Rat 
	RAT

	29
	A large African game bird with slate-coloured, white spotted plummage. It looks like a hen.
	Guinea fowl
	PINTADE

	30
	A waterbird with a broad blunt bill, short legs, webbed feet and a wadding walk. It makes “coin, coin, coin…”. It cackles.
	Duck

	31
	A young dog.
	Puppy 
	CHIOT

	32
	A horse of a small breed, especially one below 15 hands.
	Pony 
	PONEY

	A big bird with a bald head, kept on farms. People usually eat that bird at Christmas.
